P1 and P2 Ignite! Programme 

 

Ignite! is the school’s start-of-year orientation programme for all stu-

dents. This year, the school has placed special emphasis on develop-

ing executive functioning skills through interesting activities and 

play for our lower primary levels.  As an extension of the orientation 

activities, we have dedicated the first Experience Day of the year to 

continue our efforts to develop executive functioning skills.   

 

Executive functioning skills comprise of a set of cognitive processing 

skills which are necessary to learn, work, live and function on a daily 

basis. Through the various experiences since the start of the year, 

students develop an understanding of themselves and manage their 

own behaviors through stories and games. They learn to carry out 

developmentally appropriate daily tasks independently and confident-

ly (e.g. organising their belongings and being responsible for them-

selves, putting things away after use and doing their work). They also 

learn impulse control by stopping and thinking in order to make a 

more positive choice in the moment. This involves learning how to “hit 

the pause button”, calm down when emotions run high, think through 

a situation, and make a good choice for now and the future. 



P3 Social Studies Learning Journey to Singapore City Gallery 
 
The P3 students will embark on an insightful visit to the Singapore 
City Gallery at the Urban Redevelopment Centre along Maxwell 
Road.  At the Gallery, the students will learn about Singapore’s 
physical environment and its challenges, browse the interactive dis-
plays to find out the considerations our city panners undertake be-
fore designating land for housing, commerce, conservation, and rec-
reation. They will also discover how Singapore manages its limited 
natural resources to meet the needs of the country. At the end of the 
visit, the students will design a Singapore City Poster and consoli-
date their own learning with a reflection. 

P5 Play Cool Sports: Archery and Journey with a Champion  
 
The P5 Play Cool Sports Experience will be conducted from 9.30 am to 
1.30 pm. Play Cool Sports is a key element of our Learning for Life 
Programme (LLP): Developing Champions in Life through Sports. 
There will be a motivational talk by an invited para-archer, Nur Sya-
hidah Alim, who will share her achievements and challenges in her 
quest for excellence in sports. This will be followed by a 2.5-hour 
hands-on experience in Archery for all our P5 students. Normal les-
sons will be conducted from 7.30am to 9.00am. Special recess will be 
at 9.00 am while snack break will be as usual.   

P4 Sports and Outdoor Experience Camp 
 
The P4 Sports and Outdoor Experience Camp will be held at the school dur-
ing curriculum time. The camp is a key element of our Learning for Life Pro-
gramme (LLP): Developing Champions in Life through Sports. It will be con-
ducted for all Primary 4 students from 7.30 am to 1.30 pm. Students will re-
port to school in their school uniform. Special recess will be at 9.30 am and 
snack break will be as usual. The camp will include team building, in-school 
orienteering and sports experience through Tag Rugby.  

P6 Science Learning Journey to Sungei Buloh Wetland Re-
serve 
 
As part of our efforts to take learning beyond the classroom, our 
P6 students will be embarking on a Science learning journey to 
Sungei Buloh Wetland Reserve this term. Students will experi-
ence nature up close as they observe how mangrove trees are 
highly adapted to their habitat. They will also be able to see inter-
esting animals that call the mangrove swamp their home. Stu-
dents will be made more aware of the interdependence among 
all the organisms and the role of the mangroves in protecting Sin-
gapore’s shoreline. They will develop a deeper understanding of 
the importance of conserving the natural environment.  
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The GEP Identification Exercise aims to identify suitable pupils with high intellectual potential. The GEP 
Screening and Selection Exercises will be based on the Primary 1 to Primary 3 English Language and 
Mathematics syllabuses. Test preparation activities are not encouraged as these could inflate the scores, 
which may then not reflect your child’s actual potential. 
 
The GEP curriculum is an enriched curriculum designed to meet the needs of GEP students. The enriched 
curriculum covers the same content areas as those in the mainstream but is extended in breadth and 
depth. GEP students will learn skills for independent inquiry and are encouraged to do explorations on self
-selected areas of interest.

1) Go slow: When travelling or reversing, go slowly and carefully to avoid any collisions or accidents. 
Be patient and take your time to ensure that the pathway is clear before proceeding. 

2) Give way to pedestrians: Always give way to pedestrians when using pathways. Slow down and 
give them plenty of space when passing or reversing. It's important to be respectful of other path-
way users. 

3) Keep to the right: When cycling or using PMDs on pathways, keep to the right side of the pathway. 
This allows other pathway users to pass on the 
left safely. 

4) Look before reversing: Before reversing, ensure 
that there are no pedestrians, especially young 
little children, or any obstacles in your path. 
Check your surroundings to avoid any accidents.  

5) Use rear-view mirrors: If possible, use rear-view 
mirrors to get a better view of what's behind you 
before reversing. 

6) Give audible warning: Use a bell or horn to give 
an audible warning to other pathway users be-
fore reversing. This will help alert others to your 
presence and avoid any surprises.
