Kranji Primary School will celebrate International Friendship Day (IFD) 

on Monday, 3 April. We will begin with an exciting Assembly Skit titled 

– ‘A Tale of three friends @ Ubin’ by The Singapore Lyric Opera Ltd. 

This skit will demonstrate the importance of building strong friendships 

with people of other backgrounds.  

 

As the Theme for IFD is “Singapore in Asia”, we hope to help students 

draw the link between friendship between friends and the need to nur-

ture strong ties between Singapore and other countries in Asia.  

 

To help us in this objective, our Parent Support Group (PSG) will be 

setting up a booth in the canteen for students to explore a taste of 

Southeast Asia in the form of national costumes, accessories, com-

mon greetings, traditional games and festivals. We hope that through 

these activities, students will learn to appreciate and value diversity.  

 

On Wednesday, 5 April, all teachers will conduct a one-hour Charac-

ter and Citizenship Education (CCE) lesson dedicated to IFD during 

Form Teacher Guidance Period (FTGP). The aim is to reinforce the 

key message that appreciating diversity is important in building posi-

tive relationships with friends.  



The P6 students will be participating in a Math Trail on Friday, 14 April to help students develop an appre-
ciation of Mathematics in their everyday lives. During the 2.5-hour trail within the school compound, the 

students will be engaged in activities 
where they can communicate math ideas 
and apply their mathematical skills to solve 
real-life problems.

Goh.  Students will learn about the significance of fasting and celebrat-
ing Hari Raya through various modes of presentation.  There will also be 
quizzes with prizes to be won.  A fashion show will be featured with prizes 
for our Hari Raya Stars. In addition, there will be a special dance perfor-
mance by our Modern Dance members.  The celebration will end with Hari 
Raya greetings and wishes in a video montage. 
 
As part of the school’s efforts to engage parents, parents/guardians are 
invited to join us in the Hari Raya celebration. Due to the limited seating 
capacity in the hall, we invite 1 pax per family to join us in the celebration.
