Learning Journeys are a hallmark of our school’s experiential learning experi-
ence.  In response to the current Covid-19 situation, virtual learning journeys 
have been planned for the students this term.   
 
Primary 1 - Fragile Forest Goes to School 
Date: 30 August 2021 
 
Students will explore the rainforest virtually and get to 
know more about the jungle nymph, mousedeer and the 
Malayan Flying Fox. Our Primary 1 students will get to 
know the animals through interesting wildlife stories and 
little known facts.  Students will participate in a Zoom 
session that will be facilitated with the help of animal am-
bassadors from Singapore Zoo.

Higher Mother Tongue for P3 & P4 from Year 2022 
To further strengthen the learning of Mother Tongue Language (MTL) from an early age, our 
school will be offering P3 and P4 Higher Chinese/Malay/Tamil Language starting 2022. The 
Higher Mother Tongue Language (HMTL) curriculum is designed to enthuse P3 and P4 stu-
dents who demonstrate the ability and interest to develop higher levels of MTL proficiency and 
cultural knowledge. Students offering HMTL at P3 and P4 should be proficient in their oracy 
skills and demonstrate strong foundation for literary skills. 
 
There will be 2 additional periods to be conducted weekly after school for students taking P3 
and P4 HMTL. Please note HMTL at P3 and P4 will be reflected as a non-weighted assess-
ment. Your child’s progress in HMTL will be reflected in the Holistic Development Profile.  
 
P2 and P3 students who are offered HMTL in 2022 will receive a letter in Term 4 Week 9.

Primary 4 – Five-Foot Way  
Date: 1 September 2021 
 

The Primary 4 Students will embark on a virtual Learning Journey to a five
-foot way in downtown Singapore.  The five- foot way is a common walk-
way in front of traditional shophouses, that has become a part of Singa-
pore’s cultural identity. This common walkway was a hive of activity where 
neighbours congregated each day to catch up with gossip and share 
meals together, where children played, and where the 'Kampong Spirit' 
was fostered.  Our students will go back in time and experience a day in 
the life of a five-foot way trader tending to his business, and the challeng-
es he faces as Singapore modernises for the 21st Century.  

Primary 5 – Science Inquiry  
Date: 1 September 2021 
 
Amidst the current state of heightened alert for Covid-19, the Science learning journey planned for 
P5 students will take the form of a livestreamed online lesson via Zoom. The school has engaged 
Science Centre Singapore to provide an interesting lesson where students will play the role of a 
detective to solve the mysterious death of Professor X. The learning objectives of the 1.5-hour les-
son are as follows: 
 Understand different forensic techniques 
 Identify types of fingerprints 
 Learn about blood patterns and blood pattern analysis. 
 Roleplay interrogation techniques
